As | mentioned previously, we will hold a
combined Commencement ceremony to celebrate the achievements of both the Class of 2021 and
the Class of 2020, which missed out on its traditional ceremony due to the pandemic. A survey is
being sent out to both classes so we can ascertain the number of those who plan to attend. Our
current plan is to hold an in-person, indoor Commencement on Saturday, May 8, at 10 am, at the
DCU in Worcester, with a very limited number of guests allowed and following all guidelines from
the Commonwealth of Massachusetts and public health officials. A back-up option will be to hold
an on-campus, outdoor ceremony—or even smaller group ceremonies. Whatever the format for
Commencement is, please know that our plan is for it to be live streamed for those who cannot
attend in person.
